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RIO FUNDING

The Rebuild lowa Office (RIO)
is funded through a $3 million
Economic Development
Administration (EDA) grant
and an $850,000 Community
Development Block Grant
(CDBG). Both funding sources
are federal dollars. The EDA
dollars are only allowed to
fund specific tasks such as
economic impact studies,
disaster recovery planning,
damage assessments and the
work of the Rebuild lowa
Advisory Commission and its
Task Forces. The Rebuild lowa
Of ficeds CDBG
from funds earmarked for
administrative purposes. Both
sources of funding can not be

used to directly assist lowans
impacted by the disaster and
only provide a certain
amount of support for the
office until June 30, 2010.
Without other funding, the
Rebuild lowa Office could see
a significant decrease in its
capacity to provide services
and oversight of the
statewide recovery efforts
starting approximately
January 2010.

The Economic Development
Administration is closely
monitoring the success of

the Rebuild lowa Office, while
the office assesses and

completes a comprehensive
disaster recovery plan.The
Economic Development
Administration intends to use
the Rebuild lowa Office as a
model for other states to
follow with future disasters.
The Rebuild lowa Office has
already served as a model for
a disaster recovery office that
is currently being developed
in Texas.

While federal dollars fund
specific projects in the state,
the primary focus of the
Rebuild lowa Office is to help
