SF 44 SIGNED FOR DISASTER RECOVERY (MAY 25-AUG.13)
On Monday, Governor
Culver signed Senate File
44. This legislation
allows counties that were
declared presidential
disaster areas the ability
to move up special
election dates to seek a
one-cent increase in the
local option sales tax.
Residents could vote as
soon as March, with
collection of the revenue

beginning as soon as April
1, the current law would
have begun revenue
collection on January 1. In
addition, if the local
option fails in a
community where it is
approved county-wide, the
community will not
receive the additional
sales tax revenue. The
legislation is designed to
provide communities

impacted by last
summer &8s
opportunity to decide
locally whether to use the

option of additional sales S
tax revenue to assist with
disaster recovery. This
law only applies to
communities that do not
already have a 7% sales
tax.
