The Rebuild lowa Advisory
Commission (RIAC) met
Monday to discuss progress
in lowa’s disaster recovery
efforts and to address its
involvement in long-term
disaster planning.

During the meeting, RIO
staff reviewed the status of
the 12-recommendations
made in the RIAC’s 120-day
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The Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA),
the Federal Emergency
Management Agency
(FEMA), the Rebuild lowa
Office (RIO) and the lowa
Department of Economic
Development (IDED)
announced that New
Hartford, Cedar Falls, Cedar
Rapids, Coralville and lowa

aid and showing progress to
lowans.

The RIAC also discussed its
future role in the disaster
recovery process. The
Commission was initially
charged with creating a 45-
day and 120-day report
including both short- and
long-term recommendations
for lowa’s disaster recovery.
Commissioners reached a
consensus that their initial
mission had been met and
plan to discuss their role
going forward at the
conclusion of this year's
legislative session.

“At this time, all of our
recommendations have
been put into legislative
proposals and turned over
to policy-makers to
implement. This is a great
accomplishment,” said
Commissioner Jim Davis of
Charles City. “But we still
know there are unmet
needs out there.”



The lowa Unmet Needs
Disaster Grant Program
established by HF 64 is
being implemented locally
through 26 Long-Term
Recovery Committees
(LTRCs) serving the 78
Presidentially-declared
counties eligible for
Individual Assistance.

Each LTRC uses its
established case
management protocols to
determine unmet needs.
Case advocates work with
disaster-affected clients to
determine their needs and
how best to meet those
needs. Services include
assistance in navigating

past. However, after last
summer’s level of
devastation, ten cities in
lowa were eligible for the
program. Eight cities
applied and five were
chosen to participate.

Each selected community
will receive direct
technical assistance from
a team of national experts
to work on redevelopment
plans with local leaders.
Team members will have
expertise in disciplines
relevant to the unique
needs of each community.

"This is an excellent
example of how
partnerships between
various state and federal
agencies benefit the
communities most
severely affected by

a disaster," said FEMA

the available federal, state
and community resources
as well as developing an
individual recovery plan.

All LTRCs are currently
assisting clients in their
individual recovery efforts.

LTRCs in 22 counties are
working with applicants for
this program and
submitting completed
applications to the Dept. of
Human Services (DHS).
These counties alone serve
more than 60% of disaster-
impacted lowans.

LTRCs in the remaining
eligible counties are
working to add the grant

Specialist Aaron Todd
helped coordinate the
application process and
will continue to work with
the EPA and other agency
partners to provide
assistance. “Incorporating
sustainable redevelopment
policies in lowa’s recovery
not only reduces our
impact on the
environment, but also
fosters economic growth
and helps to reduce the
potential damage of future
natural disasters,” he said.

Special Projects
Coordinator Stephanie
Weisenbach with the
Community Development
Division of IDED, is also
collaborating with the
communities and various
agencies on the Smart
Growth program.

“Cities are still faced with
complex challenges about
how and where to rebuild
after last year’s natural
disasters,” she said.
“Expert help on
sustainable redevelopment
choices can help overcome
these challenges and
