ASSISTANCEPROGRAM

On July 2, state and local officials
announced a new Steam Energy
Assistance Program for Cedar Rapids.
The program is designed to provide
financial support to the low and high
pressure steam users that relied on
Alliant Energyds Sixth Street or Prairie
Creek plant in Cedar Rapids. Program
benefits are designed to support two
key areas including conversion costs
to independent energy sources and
high steam bills received by customers
postflood due to the high cost of
operating the traditional community
steam system.

The total program has been allocated
$21 million and will be distributed as
