he National 
Czech & Slovak 
Museum & 
Library, joined 

by state legislators, the 
public and RIO Executive 
Director Lt. Gen. Ron 
Dardis, unveiled its first 
rebuilding project since the 
Flood of 2008, which 
devastated the museum 
campus. 
 

The NCSML received $10 
million toward its recovery 
through the I-Jobs Fund 
approved by the legislature 
and signed by the 
Governor this spring. The 
bulk of the funds will be 
dedicated to construction 
of a new exhibition center 
and research library. Total 
rebuilding costs are 
estimated at $25 million. 
 

The NCSML will also use

Many Iowa small businesses felt both 
the physical and economical impacts 
of the floods and tornadoes of 2008. 
To help these vital contributors to 
Iowaõs economy recover, the Iowa 
Small Business Development 
Centers (SBDCs) traveled to disaster
-affected communities to offer their 
assistance services. 
 

By the end of September, Iowaõs 
SBDCs assisted over 3,000 disaster-
affected businesses and individuals 
by offering one-on-one counseling. 
This counseling directed businesses 
to important resources and helped 
them resume operations. 
 

Because SBDC resources were being 
exhausted due to disaster recovery 
services, the U.S. Small Business 
Administration (SBA) increased 
Iowaõs SBDC funding by $458,000. 
This allowed SBDCs in Iowaõs 
hardest-hit areas to continue their 
business counseling services without 
interruption. 
 

Although the flood waters receded 
more than one year ago, businesses 
are still feeling the effects of the 
2008 disasters. Many businesses that 
did not suffer physical damage 
recognize that they, too, suffered 
economically and are seeking help 

from the SBDCs. By helping 
restructure SBA loans and offering 
developmental assistance, the SBDCs 
continue to help Iowaõs small 
businesses in their recovery. 
 

The 15 Iowa SBDCs collectively 
cover all 99 counties. Each SBDC 
offers free, confidential, customized 
business counseling and conducts low
-cost workshops that teach practical 
skills and techniques to entrepreneurs.

Part of the Rebuild Iowa Officeõs 
(RIO) mission since the 2008 
disasters is to look toward the future. 
Specifically that means building a 
resilient Iowa that is safe, sustainable, 
and economically strong. The RIOõs 
Community and Regional Recovery 
Planning team (CaRRP) is engaged in 
long-term planning to help realize 
this vision. 
 

The CaRRP team is currently 
developing a proposal to set forth a 
statewide planning framework that 
includes over-arching smart growth 
principles, a plan of action with 
strategies for implementation, and a 
structure to support the planning 
process. 
 

The proposal, titled Recovering from the 
Storms, Planning for the Future: A Safer, 

Smarter, Stronger Iowa, does not focus 
on recovery programs. The report 
instead focuses on what the State can 
do toward policy development aimed 
at òrebuilding a resilient Iowa thatõs 
safe, sustainable, and economically 
strong for its people, reaffirming its 
ties to the land, rivers, environment 
and rich cultural history today and

paid for with assistance from insurance, 
charity or other government programs. 
For example, a household of two must 
make at or below $3,643 per month or no 
more than $43,710 a year to be eligible. 
 

Applications will be taken through June 
30, 2010, or until all funds have been 
expended; however, officials are urging 
Iowans to apply as soon as possible. 
Individuals should apply with the Long-
Term Recovery Committee representing 
the area in which the applicant lived at the 
time of the disaster.

Funds through the Iowa Unmet Needs 
Disaster Grant Program are still available 
to impacted Iowans in all 78 counties 
declared presidential disaster areas for 
Individual Assistance after last summerõs 
natural disasters. 
 

The program provides up to $2,500 per 
household to help pay for losses or 
expenses from last yearõs disasters which 
have not yet been covered by other forms 
of assistance.  
 

The grants are to be used for personal 
property, home repair, food assistance, 
mental health assistance, child care, 
transportation and temporary housing 
incurred as a result of last yearõs disasters.   
 

Grants are available to families with 
household incomes up to three times the 
federal poverty level and will help with 
needed goods and services not already 

visitors and to answer questions. 
 

òOne of the goals of the Rebuild Iowa 
Office is to make sure all impacted Iowans 
have the information they need to best 
recover from the 2008 disasters,ó said 
Rebuild Iowa Office Executive Director 
Lt. General Ron Dardis. òIt is my hope 
that people will attend these flood forums 
to find out about the programs available, 
get recovery questions answered, or get 
connected with knowledgeable people 
who can help them.ó 
 

The flood forums will provide additional 
information to disaster-impacted Iowans 
and direct them to available resources in 
the recovery process. Individual case 
management services will not be available 
at the events which are free and open to 
the public.

On Aug. 12, Millhiser Smith Agency 
sponsored the venue for first Flood 
Forum in Cedar Rapids. The Rebuild Iowa 
Office (RIO) coordinated the seminar 
content. Due to the success of the event in 
Cedar Rapids, two additional Flood 
Forums were scheduled. 
 

The Wapello and Mason City events will 
include representatives from the Rebuild 
Iowa Office, Iowa Finance Authority, 
Iowa Department of Economic 
Development, Iowa Department of 
Natural Resources and the National Flood 
Insurance Program, among others. 
Presentations will focus on assistance 
programs for flood-affected residents and 
businesses, flood insurance basics and an 
update on statewide recovery. Visitors may 
attend all or any portion of the 
information sessions. 
 

Representatives from the insurance 
industry, state agencies and disaster-
assistance programs will be available at

collections high and dry.  
 

After last summerõs flooding, the NCSML 
held public sessions and small-group 
stakeholder meetings to help inform the 
boardõs decision on rebuilding. Three 
rebuilding options were considered. More 
than 800 survey responses were included 
in a full report which will be posted in late 
August on the museumõs website, 
www.NCSML.org. The board is reviewing 
the data and comments, considering site 
options, and examining projected 
operating budgets. A determination on 
rebuilding options for the new exhibition 
center and library will be made in 
September. 

necessity of constructing a new exhibition 
center and library. Due to insurance 
restrictions and concerns from other 
museums lending museum items, the 
existing building can no longer be used for 
exhibitions and collection storage. The 
NCSML board is considering other uses.  
 

At the Aug. 5 event, Naughton reiterated 
the NCSML boardõs commitment to the 
Czech heritage neighborhood. Meanwhile, 
the NCSML is pursuing architectural 
solutions to flood protection for the new 
exhibition center and library. For example, 
NCSML officials are looking into building 
the museum and library at a higher level, 
then using lower levels of the new building 
for parking and keeping exhibitions and 

the most efficient policy instruments to 
reach this objective, as well as debate the 
merit of the overall concept. With the 
collective input gathered from 
stakeholders, a policy proposal could then 
be drafted recommending a smart growth 
planning process for the State of Iowa.
